· The contest runs from June 18, 2010 to August 31, 2010.

· A completed, signed and dated contest entry form must accompany each entry.

· Photos must be original work without major alteration and must only include Guernsey County settings.  Photos may be in color or black and white.
· Each submitted photo must fit into one of the following categories:

Nature


Activities and Events
Pets and Animals

Structures

People
· All contestants must submit one printed 8 x 10 version of the image.  All photos should be sent UN-mounted and Un-framed – only the photo (send in protective packaging to avoid any damage).  Chamber will mount photos for display.
· Each photographer is limited to winning two cash prizes.
· Winners will be required to provide digital images in high resolution (no less than 300 dpi) for inclusion in the contest calendar.  (The Chamber will assist photographers who do not have the ability to make digital images, if needed.)
· Each of the 13 winning photos will be printed on the monthly calendar pages.  A photo and short bio of each of the winners will be printed in the calendar.
· Each photo must be submitted with a signed release form from the photographer and any person(s) photographed in a portrait setting.
· All entries must be received at the Cambridge Area Chamber of Commerce office (607 Wheeling Avenue, Cambridge, OH 43725) no later than August 31, 2010.

· There is no limit to the number of entries an individual submits.

· Entry Fee of $10 for each photograph is due with submitted photos.  
· Open to photographers of all ages.
· Guernsey County residency not required.

· Photos will be judged by an independent team of professionals.  Judging team will select top photos in each category for display in major sponsors’ businesses.  Peoples’ Choice winner will be chosen by the public from the selected photos.

· Members of judging team and Chamber staff are not eligible to enter.

· Photos will be displayed at Major Sponsors’ businesses for public judging.

· Criteria for team judging in each of the six categories will be based on

· Guernsey County Identity

· Technical Merit

· Aesthetics

· Originality

· All submitted photos will be the property of the Cambridge Area Chamber of Commerce and utilized at its discretion in future endeavors. 
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
